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1-2. Short Test - Am I an entrepreneur?

You need to think about why you want to get your self-employment. In your belief, what will make you successful in business?

Some business development fundamentals start by discussing the qualities of business owner to help you make your decision to start your own business. Those questions deal with the basic personal qualities of businessmen.

Clearly, there is no specific formula for success. However, testing those interested in the business may help you in your personal assessment process. You should just remember that that is simply a tool. It is fun to take this test and it is fun to interpret it, but always keep it in perspective for business.

For each question choose the answer that describes you best. You must answer all questions to be tested accurately.

• I usually do things my own way.
• I tend to revolt against power.
• I often enjoy being alone.
• I like to be in control.
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Results:

If you achieve between 60 and 75 points, you can start preparing your business idea. You have the hallmarks of an entrepreneur.

If you score between 48 and 59 points, you have potential but need to push yourself. You may want to improve your abilities in your weak areas. This can be achieved either by developing yourself in those areas or by hiring someone with those skills.

If you score between 37 and 47 points, you may not want to start a business on your own. Look for a business partner who can complement you in your weak areas.

If you scored less than 37 points, self-employment  may not be for you. You will often be happier and more successful working for someone else. However, you are the only one who makes this decision.
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
